Did you ever do the right thing for the wrong reasons! I have made lots of
decisions for maybe not the right reason. They were not always wrong reasons, they just
weren’t necessarily the right reasons. For example, as a young adult, 'm sure I went to
church regularly, not so much to worship the Lord as to see the boys! But God used
the wrong reasons for my blessing. At least I was there and I heard the word and
learned the hymns and prayers and creeds. I heard about the love of Jesus and that love
took root in my heart.

[ was struck with the wrong reasons for preaching the Gospel that is described
in Philippians. Paul is in jail awaiting his execution and several men are preaching the
Gospel for absolutely the wrong reason. They are doing it to make trouble for Paul out
of envy, rivalry and selfish ambition. Yet, Paul doesn’t get angry. He so trusts God’s
sovereign power that he tells his friends, “What does it matter? The important thing is
that in every way, whether from false motives or true, Christ is preached . And because
of this I rejoice!” Human motives are not always right. But, God uses our wounded,
wrong-headed motives for his holy purposes and our blessings.

We will have VBS from July 18-22 and maybe some children will come for
reasons like breaking up the summer boredom rather than desiring to know the Lord.
Yet, whatever the reasons, God promises that his word will not come back void. This
is our opportunity to proclaim Christ and we are assured that through the power of the
Holy Spirit, the seed of faith will be planted in their hearts. We usually have 100
children attend VBS. What an incredible opportunity to tell these little ones about the
love of God. Regardless of what they do in their lives or where they live or what jobs
they have some day, for at least one week one summer when they were young they will
have heard the joyous, powerful truth that God so loved the world, he sent his only
begotten Son so that they might have life. If you haven’t signed-up to be part of this
exciting week, please let the office or Dee Tugman know that you want to be part of
what God is doing in these young lives.

The history behind the Fireworks

Independence Day, commonly referred to as

the Fourth of July, is a federal holiday in the United States
commemorating the adoption of the Declaration of
Independence on July 4, 1776, declaring independence
from the Kingdom of Great Britain. Independence Day is
commonly associated and celebrated with fireworks,
parades, barbeques, carnivals, fairs, picnics, concerts,
family reunions, political speeches, and the like.

During the American Revolution, the legal
separation of the Thirteen Colonies from Great Britain
actually occurred on July 2, 1776, when the Second Continental Congress voted to approve
a resolution of independence that had been proposed in June by Richard Henry Lee of
Virginia. After voting for independence, Congress turned its attention to the Declaration of
Independence, a statement explaining this decision. The Declaration of Independence was
prepared by a committee of five with Thomas Jefferson as its principle author. Congress
debated and revised the Declaration, and finally approved it on July 4, 1776.

U e I Thd Declardtidn &f Bdependence meant the American colonies were free from the
rule of England and eventually lead to religious freedom for all Americans, which is
declared as one of our rights in the Constitution, which was originally adopted on
September 17, 1787. The Constitution has since been amended 27 times. The first ten
amendments are known as the Bill of Rights.

History and Observance:

177 thirteen gunshots were fired, once in the morning and again as evening fell, on July 4 in
Bristol, Rhode Island. Philadelphia celebrated the first anniversary in a manner a modern American
would find familiar, with an official dinner for the Continental Congress, toasts, 13 gun salutes,
speeches, prayers, music, parades, and of course, fireworks. Ships were decked in red, white, and blue
bunting.

1778 General George Washington marked the July 4th with a double ration of rum for his soldiers
and an artillery salute. Across the Atlantic Ocean, ambassadors John Adams and Benjamin Franklin
held a dinner for their fellow Americans in Paris, France.

1779 July 4 fell on a Sunday. The holiday was celebrated on Monday, July 5th.

-1781- the Massachusetts General Court became the first legislature to recognize July 4 as a state
celebration.

-1783 Moravians in Salem, North Carolina, held a celebration of July 4th with a challenging music
program assembled by Johann Friedrich Peter. This work was titled “Psalm of Joy”.

1792 the first recorded use of the name “Independence Day” occurred.

1870 the U.S. Congress made Independence Day an unpaid federal holiday for federal employees.
21938 Congress changed Independence Day to a paid federal holiday.

So, what will you and your family do to celebrate Independence Day this year? Fireworks?
Cookouts? Regardless of the activity, take a moment to remember the true meaning behind
the holiday, our freedom.
