
 The sermon on May 22 was from John 6:1-15, Jesusô feeding of the 5000 using a 
small boyôs five loaves and two fish.  The emphasis of the narrative is not just that Jesus 
is God and does the same work as the God of the OT, Yahweh, but also that Jesus 
performed this miracle with the help of a small boyôs lunch.  Could Jesus have done 
this miracle without the lunch?  Yes.  God provided manna in the wilderness out of 
nothing.  But, Jesus chose to work through the gifts brought by a small boy.   
  
 The narrative is about Jesusô majesty and power.  But, it is also about what Jesus 
will do with the small gifts we bring.  Our gifts are inadequate but we are called to trust 
that in Jesusô hands our gifts are enough and in fact, become an abundance.  
  
 On June 12, we will have the wonderful opportunity to celebrate the graduation 
from high school of 11 of our young people.  God used the small gifts of the members 
of Summit to shape and mold these young lives for himself.   God used the Sunday 
School classes, the VBS classes, the youth group experiences, the cards and notes, and 
the hugs in the narthex. God heard and answered the prayers of Summit members that 
held up these young people before Godôs throne.  God used the gifts brought by the 
members of Summit in the lives of these young people to bless them and to bring God 
glory. 
 
 And the lives of the young people are a gift to Summit.  Their simple trust and 
open, honest, challenging questions, shaped our lives.  As members of Summit taught 
VBS, we learned. As we hugged and prayed, we received hugs and prayers in return. 
Their music blessed our worship.  Their service, challenged us to greater service. 
 
 The church is unique because it is a place where God brings together multiple 
generations so that older folks can witness to Godôs faithfulness over decades through 
many joys and sorrows.  And younger folks can challenge and keep our faith alive and 
fresh.   
 
 May God continue to bless these young people as he has blessed us through 
them. May he use their lives to bring glory and honor to his name!  Congratulations 
Graduates!

 Installation of additional circuits in the New Narthex, to provide adequate 

outlets to support the large demand from crock pots, coffee makers and warming 

trays is tops on the ñto doò list.

 Application of another coat of sealant in the Narthex is now planned for 

late summer, perhaps after completion of Bible school (early August).
