On August 15, 2011 Session approved a lump some payment of $70,000 against the
principal balance of our Construction Loan with the PC(USA) Investment and Loan
Program (PILP).

This payment was made to make the best use of the sacrificial giving to date to minimize
interest we will have to pay over the life of this loan.

As of July 31, 2011:
PILP Loan Balance - $282,701
Lump Sum Payment - $70,000
New Loan Balance - $212,701
New FiF Fund Balance - $112,449
Remaining FiF Goal - $100,252
The New FiF Fund Balance equals 36 months of regular payments.

Remaining FiF Goal is additional sacrificial or special giving required (plus interest) from
those who are able to retire the debt.
