
 

 

We will celebrate the resurrection of Jesus Christ on April 24 and with the church in 
every age proclaim, ñChrist is risen!  He is risen indeed!ò 

Cheryl Sneeringer and I roomed together  in college and she introduced me to Walling.  
Cheryl married the day after graduation and was divorced in a few years.  Then she 
married again and her second marriage was heading for a divorce.  But, a Christian 
professor at Duke where Jim and Cheryl were working on their Ph.D.s witnessed to 
them that Christ is risen!  He told them that if they could not disprove the resurrection, 
they had to come to the conclusion that Jesus is Lord. They studied and questioned and 
could not disprove the resurrection.   They became followers of Christ.  

Cheryl and Jim are not unique.  Others have examined the evidence and come to the 
conclusion that Jesus was raised from the dead. Frank Morison, a journalist, wrote Who 
Moved the Stone? that has become a classic study of whether Jesus was resurrected.  
Morison set out to prove that the resurrection was a myth, but the more he studied and 
questioned, the more convinced he was that Christ was indeed raised from the dead. 

Some years ago, I heard Charles Colson speak in Minneapolis right after he wrote, 
Loving God.  Colson was part of the Watergate cover-up and became a Christian in 
prison.  He said that for him the turning point was the witness of the disciples.  If the 
resurrection was a hoax, each of the disciples was martyred for a lie. Colson observed 
that he and the others in the Watergate cover-up were the most powerful men in the 
world, heading up the government of the most powerful nation on earth.  Yet, John 
Dean could not keep the secret of Watergate for two weeks.  The disciples who were 
poor, uneducated men with no power, died for their witness that Christ was 
resurrected.  How likely is it that they would have died for something they knew was a 
lie?    

If you have family members or neighbors who do not yet believe, challenge them to 
examine the resurrection.  Christ is risen!  He is risen indeed!

DESIGNING UKRAINIAN EGGS  



With spring just around the corner, your Property Committee has begun planning and 
preparing for the spring and summer seasons.  Our first priority, the procurement of a 
commercial grade equivalent mower, has been accomplished.  Thanks to the efforts of Larry 
Nelson, we were able to take advantage of a close-out sale on 2010 models along with Toro 
manufacturerôs discount and acquire a new mower at a cost savings of $2000.00 under our 
budgeted amount. The mower is a zero-turn model, manufactured by Toro, with a 25 HP 
Kohler engine and a 54ò mowing deck. To insure this equipment is operated and maintained 
under conditions specified in the warranty, we will be conducting classes for our volunteer 
mowing crews.  We have also retained the old riding mowers for trimming and mowing the 
ñback fortyò along the woods for those who donôt want to upgrade to the new mower.   Classes 
will be announced in the Sunday bulletins.  Point of contact to volunteer for lawn mowing is 
Randy Smith. 
 
We have incurred a spike in our utilities bill over the past several months.  Some of this increase 
can be attributed to unseasonably cold weather this year and the rise in fuel price; but there 
have also been many occasions when the thermostat was found adjusted above the preset 
temperature of 70o F.   To help alleviate this problem, your property committee has procured 
lock boxes for the thermostats. The thermostats are programmed based on planned usage of the 
building.  Should the need arise to adjust the time or level of the preset temperatures, please 
notify the church secretary or a member of the Property Committee.   
 
The task to improve the lighting in the ministerôs office was also completed this past month.  
Ingenuity and resourcefulness on the part of Jesse Foster, resulted in the job being accomplished 
at a significant saving from that initially estimated. 
 
We are still planning to apply an additional coat of polyurethane on the New Narthex cork 
floor during the week after Easter.  Our intention is to better seal the seams between sections of 
cork and provide a more durable coating to prolong the life of the floor.   
     
The new ñcleaning teamò, Dwayne, has been onboard since December of last year.  You may 
have noticed an improvement in the cleanliness of the church.  If you see some area that needs 
attention however, please bring it to the attention of the church secretary or a member of the 
property committee.  Dwayne is very conscientious and takes pride in his work.
