By not offering a more contemporary style worship, we are excluding half of the resid
of Stafford who favor that style. Indeed, most pastors acknowledge that the contemporary
services are the fastest growing services in their church and usually attract the younger famil
We hope by offering a slightly different format we may attract folks who are not currently
attending Summit but would like to worship with a church family like ours.

Ministry (COM) must give Summit Presbyterian Church permission to elect
a Pastoral Nominating Committee (PNC) to search for a new permanent
pastor. In their experience the process is more effective when a church has
spent time conducting a sslifidy to consider who they are as a

congregation and begin to identify some characteristics and gifts they desire
in a new pastor.
