REDEDICATION SERVICE 
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As we all are anticipating the upcoming completion of our church buildingôs make-over 
and expansion, I have been thinking of how we can better use it.  I know you have, too!  
It is a great investment.  What should we be doing, now that we are done with the 
building phase? What needs have you and others been expressing in your lives and in 
our community?  What are our needs?  As we come together to worship on September 
12th, we will not only be dedicating our building, we will  re-commit ourselves to serving 
and ministering to the community of which we are a part.  There are no cities in Staf-
ford County, but there are many people, many families and singles who need to know 
Christôs love through us.   Many are in the area short term.  How can we best minister 
to those around us and those who arenôt here yet?  They need our love and help.  

Over the last year or so I've been interested to read about the "happiness research" con-
ducted in recent years. You probably know what I'm talking about: the research that 
studies what makes people happy, why some countries seem to be relatively happier 
than others, and what factors contribute to longer life and a greater sense of fulfillment. 
While the research covers a lot of ground, much of the data seem to overlap at a decep-
tively simple conclusion: whatever else may be helpful ï health, wealth, and what not ï 
two things are absolutely essential to feel happy: 1) a sense of belonging to a community 
and 2) the belief that what you do matters. Those are the two key predictors of fulfill-
ment and productivity: belonging and purpose.  So here we are, a community of Godôs 
people, living out Godôs call to us.  We can help increase peopleôs happiness! 

This goes hand in hand with our faith as Christians.  The unifying theme of all Scrip-
ture is God's profound interest in two relationships: the relationship we have with God, 
and the relationship we have with each other and creation. You can't, of course, sepa-
rate these two ï that is, you can't claim much of a relationship with God if your rela-
tionship with the people around you stinks. But that works in reverse, too. Precisely 
because we have been invited into a relationship by God ï because God has conferred 
upon us freely a dignity and worth we could never secure for ourselves ï we are free to 
do the same for others. We are free to put them before ourselves, to lead them to seats 
of honor, to invite them to be our dinner guests in the banquet of life, not because of 
what they can do for us, but because of what God has already done for all of us.  We are 
holding a dinner on September 12th, and our guests are our guests of honor.  Bring 
someone you know and let our community be one of purpose, with open minds, open 
hands and open hearts! 
 
Thank you for showing so many people this God, this love, this grace. Sometimes minis-
try frightens us, because we wish so desperately that we could be just a little bit in con-
trol of it all. But, how wonderful the new life of Christ is in us.  We can reach out and 
touch othersô lives with the gospel and make a difference in their life.  Letôs do it!
